OLMSTED TOWNSHIP BOARD OF TRUSTEES - October 9, 2008

The Olmsted Township Board of Trustees’ Meeting of October 9, 2008 was called to order at 6:45 P.M.
Present were Trustees Jim Carr, Jim Carroll and Fiscal Officer Dan Faust.

Trustee Carr moved to adjourn the regular meeting (6:46) to enter executive session for the purpose of
discussing pending litigation and personnel matters. Trustee Carroll seconded. Roll Call: Trustees Carr
and Carroll Approved. Trustee Straka and Prosecutor Pelsozy arrived after the regular meeting was called
to order and went directly into Executive Session.

Trustee Carr made a motion to adjourn the Executive Session and reconvene the regular meeting (8:00).
Trustee Carroll seconded. Roll Call: All Approved.

Approval of Meeting Minutes

Trustee Carr moved to approve the meeting minutes, as amended, of September 25, 2008. Trustee Carroll
seconded. Roll Call: All Approved.

The Fiscal Officer’s report was made available.

Trustee Carroll Report:
1. In the interest of expediency due to the Executive Session, no report was given.

Trustee Carr Report:
1. Met with the Olmsted Falls Baseball Commission regarding the development of 34 acres of land on

Schady Road for baseball/sports fields. Consulting with CEl regarding a land easement for the area
located under the high tension wires

Trustee Straka Report:

Trustee Carroll moved to approve payment of bills and payroll — Warrants 5287 through 5372, E07260
through E07293 and Vouchers 168-173. Trustee Straka seconded. Roll Call: All Approved.

Trustee Carr verbalized T-Mobile’s request for confirmation as to whether the Township was interested in
allowing for the placement of an antenna on the transmission tower at Stearns and Schady. The offer is
$500/month. No confirmation was given.

Trustee Carr moved to adjourn the regular meeting (8:12) for a public hearing on Resolution B-08 (Vitamix
expansion). Trustee Straka noted that the public hearing would require a 10-day notice, which notice was
not properly posted. Trustee Straka also noted that she believed the public hearing held September 25, 2008
was held without proper notice as Trustee Carr had stated for the record on September 25, 2008, that he
advertised a public notice for A-08, B-08, and C-08 in the Plain Dealer when, in fact, he had not.
Prosecutor Pelsozy recommended not moving forward with the public hearing without support/evidence that
the ad did appear 10 days prior. Trustee Carr produced a Sun News public notice which he placed to appear
on October 2, 2008. Prosecutor Pelsozy stated that 10 day advance notice was required and that the Board
should not proceed with the public hearing. Trustee Straka noted that the public notice should be re-
advertised for the Board’s meeting of October 23, 2008, in accordance with all laws. Trustee Carr stated he
would readvertise.
